Show Rules  

 All dogs must be kept on a leash and young children 
must be supervised at all times 

 All trash must be picked up 

 No Parking in front of any entrances/exits 

 Coggins and Rabies must be presented with registra-
tion.. No horse without current Coggins or rabies is al-
lowed on the show grounds 

 Abusive behavior is not permitted under any circum-
stance and will be dealt with at discretion of the show 
committee and entry fees will be forfeited 

 The show committee reserves the right to cancel/
combine classes 

 No horses other than DeCarli Horses allowed in the 
barns at any time. No exceptions 

 Red ribbons MUST be in the tails of any horses sus-
pected of kicking 

 3 refusals in a jumping class and/or fall of horse or 
rider will result in elimination from the class 

 No rider may be mounted on the grounds without 
signing the DeCarli Farm hold harmless agreement and 
wearing an approved helmet. 

 Tickets must be presented at the gate for all jumping 
warm up rounds 

 Riders must Enter all classes in a division to be eligi-
ble for the championship unless otherwise specified. 

 Rider must enter at least 2 of the 3 shows to be eligi-
ble for series end awards 

 Show attire and braiding are not required. Breeches 
with boots and/or chaps with a polo type shirt are pre-
ferred. 

Warm up is allowed in the indoor and outdoor 
rings from 8:30—9:30. Course schooling is only 

allowed at designated times. 

 

 



Division Requirements 

Walk Trot- Riders under 18 that have never can-
tered in any competitions. May not cross enter into 
any divisions requiring canter. Eng/West. Diagonals 
count.  

Lead line- Riders under 12 led by a handlers over 15 
with proper lead shank. Not eligible for any other 
divisions. Eng/West. Diagonals don't count. 

Beg. WTC- Riders 18 and under who have never 
cantered or loped in a group in competition. Will 
canter/lope one at a time. May not cross enter into 
divisions requiring group cantering/loping. Eng/
West. Leads don't count. 

Short Stirrup- Riders 18 & under, fences are cross-
rails. Rider may not have ever jumped higher than 
cross-rails in any previous shows. May not cross en-
ter into divisions requiring jumping verticals.  

Green Horse- Open to horses in their first or sec-
ond year of showing. Riders of any age eligible. 
Horse may not be enter into any other division.  
Crossrails. 

Maiden– Open to riders of all ages. Fence height to 
be set at 2 feet. Riders may not have previously 
shown over fences 2’6” or higher. 

Modified– Open to riders of all ages. Fence height 
to be set at 2 feet 6 inches. Riders may not have pre-
viously shown over fences 3’ or higher. 

Open– Open to riders of all ages. Fence height to be 
set at 3 foot. 

 

**Unless otherwise specified diagonals and leads 
count in every class.
